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Placement of Race Number 

 
1. A single race number is provided.  
2. The race number shall be placed on the left-hand side of the jersey at 

90 degrees so that it is visible to judges and the camera on the 
line, as shown.  
NO RIDER shall have their number placed up level with their 
shoulder blades or folded in any way.  Numbers must be placed in 
such a position that can be clearly read by judges, officials and 
recorded by the photo finish camera. The Chief Commissaire may 
direct that numbers be placed differently to ensure this criterion is 
achieved.

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RIDERS BRIEF 
General 

• Please use caution when warming up on surrounding roads; please be aware of regular road users and take care. 
• Consider the surrounding residents when parking and riding, always be aware of your surroundings and be courteous. 
• Urinating in a Public Place will not be tolerated and is in fact illegal, fines will be imposed. 
• Parents, coaches, athletes and spectators are reminded that they must comply with the CQ Code of Behaviour. 
• PLEASE DISCARD ALL RUBBISH/LITTER IN BINS, BE IT YOURS OR SOMEONE ELSE, PICK IT UP! 

 
Road Race 
 

a) It is expected that all competitors will abide by the “Cycling Australia Code of Conduct” and have knowledge of and comply with Cycling 
Queensland rules and regulations [viz. 3200(a)].  Failure to do so may result in a penalty or disqualification. 

b) Normal road racing rules apply. Any crossing of double lines will result in a penalty. The road is not closed, so riders shall keep left. Traffic 
controllers will be positioned at key points to assist with traffic control. Even so, it is every rider’s responsibility to have prior knowledge of the 
course. 

c) A rider who rides or acts in a manner considered dangerous to themselves, other competitors, officials or the public will be penalised. A 
competitor who removes their hand(s) from the handlebars, whether in a sprint, or otherwise, without a valid reason will be penalised. 

d) Each rider must be suitably attired in official club approved clothing and must wear an AS/NZ 2063 approved helmet at all times when riding. 

e) Each rider is responsible for ensuring that their bicycle and equipment is serviceable and complies with CQ regulations [viz. 3100], including 
efficient brakes and handle bar end plugs. Non-compliance places the individual rider liable for associated consequential damages in the event 
of a mishap. 

f) Rider Numbers are to be on the correct side & in the correct position. Failure to comply with this requirement may result in a claimed place not 
being awarded. Rider Numbers are secured against the Rider’s licence. Riders licences will not be released until approved by the Race 
Commissaire. 

g) Race distances are as per the programme unless advised otherwise. A lap counter will be provided and a bell will be rung to denote the final 
race lap. 

h) During the race including a road sprint, it shall be forbidden to interfere with the progress of another rider. Riders must maintain their line at all 
times, that is to ride a parallel course to the shoulder / edge of the road surface. Failure to do so may result in a penalty. 

i) A rider who receives pace from a moving vehicle or receives any other outside assistance will be disqualified. No assistance or interference is 
permitted between Divisions. 

j) If the race is neutralised a red flag will be displayed from the lead vehicle and no rider is to advance their position. The course layout and roll out 
timing has been organised to avoid one division passing the other. If division passing is required the slower division will neutralise to permit the 
faster division to pass. 

k) Spare wheels will be transported during the race on a neutral supply, “No spares in, no spares out” basis from the authorised support vehicles 
only. Service shall be given on the left hand side of the road only. When a competitor requires a wheel or bicycle change from a support vehicle, 
the competitor must move to the left hand side of the road and put one hand in the air. The competitor must remain facing in the direction of 
travel so that the mechanic on the support vehicle can confirm that the competitor’s racing number matches the spare wheels list. Riders must 
make their own way back to the bunch. 

l) Dropped riders will be expected to continue without a following vehicle and may be directed to leave the course in the interests of safety. 

m) Feeding will only be permitted on the left-hand side of the roadway within the designated Feed Zone. Note that feeding is not permitted in the 
first 50km or the last 20km of the race. 

n) Prizes are awarded for 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th place. After the finish of the race riders are to be available to claim places, do not re-cross the 
finish line. Podium placed riders are required to attend presentations in appropriate dressed in club/team kit. 

o) All riders involved in accidents or who are injured are to report to First Aid and to the Chief Commissaire prior to leaving the race venue. 

p) The course runs over an open road subject to wear and tear from road traffic, consequently unidentified hazards may be present. All riders are 
expected to be attentive to the road conditions at all times. 

q) A protest against an action during a race or the conduct of a race must be made to the Chief Commissaire in writing, within 15 minutes, as 
timed by the Chief Commissaire, after the completion of the race, together with the required fee. The protest fee will be refunded if the protest is 
successful.
